Revise the following passage by adding words or phrases to combine the sentences.


Florence Nightingale decided to become a nurse. She was twenty-six years old.  She was opposing her parents' wishes. She began her nursing training at a hospital in Paris.  She finished her formal nursing training in Kaiserwerth, Germany. Nightingale later became the superintendent of a women's hospital.  That hospital was in London.


When the Crimean War broke out in 1854, the British government asked Nightingale to take charge of nursing at the war front. She arrived in the war zone with thirty-eight nurses.  She went right to work.  The charge of the Light Brigade had just taken place.  Five hundred soldiers were wounded. The wounded had to be cared for. The hospital was a former Turkish barracks.  It was huge. It was dirty. The wounded soldier lay on the floor. They were bleeding and uncared for.

 
Nightingale set up a demanding schedule for herself and her nurses.  At night she checked on the soldiers. She walked the four miles of corridors in her hospital. The soldiers called her the “lady with the lamp.” She wrote countless letters. She begged for better supplies from the British military. The British nation was thrilled by the reports of her courage.
